HOW TO USE THIS DOCUMENT
This document was designed to introduce you to the Inventory Item Number components used throughout the Inventory/POS system.  It provides a starting point for the assignment of these numbers to the Golf Shops inventory items, it also supplies preliminary information to assist CGSI in configuring fundamental data in the system.

The document is divided into several areas of information.  The Hardware Information, Network Information, General Information and Password sections requests information to assist CGSI in the planning and set up of the system.  The Department, Class, and Vendor sections are used by CGSI to establish initial set-up of the basic inventory scheme for your environment.  The information provided as examples for the various components are suggestions based on our experience with the Inventory Set-Up procedures.  Please identify any changes or modifications directly on the document.  Please return these completed sections to CGSI. 

The Item ID# Creation section contains worksheets for organization and assigning the Inventory Item ID#'s prior to your entering the data into the system.  Reference the Department, Vendor, and Class tables that were modified for your environment to help you define the Inventory Item Numbers.  Examples are provided in the lower portion of each worksheet to assist you in the Inventory Item ID# assignment process.   These worksheets are for your use, and it is not necessary to return them to CGSI.



ITEM ID# CREATION
Every item in inventory, retail and service, will require an Identification Number (ID#).  Once the codes have been developed for the departments, classes, and vendors, these designations are then used to create the inventory item ID#s.  The following format is used for item ID#'s: DCVVSSSSS

The first positions represents the Department, the second position represents the Class, and the third and fourth positions identify the Vendor.  The remaining positions (5 through 9) will represent the item SKU#.  The SKU# further defines each item within a class; SKU#'s can represent styles and sizes of the items, detail information on the SKU Numbering system and assignment is located in the next section of this document.


ABBREVIATIONS
Abbreviations can be created to bypass having to type in the full item ID# at the Point of Sale.  Abbreviations are a two-position alpha/alphanumeric code.  There are a maximum of 936 abbreviations; CGSI recommends to assign abbreviations to the frequently sold items and to use double letter abbreviations on frequently sold service items (i.e., greens fees, cart fees, etc..).  Examples of abbreviations: AA, AB, AC, AD, BA, BB, BC, BD, etc.
